Indonesian-Swiss Country-Led Initiative (CLI) 
to improve the effectiveness of the Basel Convention
Third Meeting 24 -28 September 2010
Report 
The third meeting of the Indonesian-Swiss Country-Led Initiative (CLI) met from 
Thursday, 24 to Tuesday,28 September 2010 in Hilterfingen, Switzerland with the participation of  Australia, Belgium, Brazil, Canada, China, Colombia, Denmark, Egypt, Germany, Hungary, India, Indonesia, Jamaica, Japan, Malaysia, Nigeria, New Zealand, Norway, Poland, Senegal, South Africa, Switzerland, Tanzania, Uruguay and the EC. The other invited countries Argentina, Chile, Republic of Korea, Russian Federation and Saudi Arabia were not able to attend the meeting, but they were provided with an opportunity to provide comments on discussion papers by e-mail. A number of Parties had submitted comments prior to the CLI3 meeting which were also made available to participants. The meeting was supported by the Basel Convention Secretariat and two consultants.
The participants agreed that all stakeholders will be informed about the outcome of the third meeting of the CLI via the web-site of the Secretariat. 

Objective of the CLI
The CLI was launched based on the Decision IX/26 on the President’s Statement on the possible way forward on the ban amendment at COP 9 which has reaffirmed the objectives of the ban amendment and called countries to explore means by which these objectives could be achieved. Participants agreed that the objective of the CLI is to develop recommendations for consideration by Parties at the tenth meeting of the Conference of the Parties (COP 10) for a way forward to ensure that the transboundary movements of hazardous wastes, especially to developing countries and countries with economies in transition, constitute an environmentally sound management of hazardous wastes, as required by the Basel Convention.

Process of the CLI

The participants agreed to hold three physical meetings. The participants agreed that the work of the CLI will be undertaken in an open minded and dynamic consultation process among key players. The first meeting served to identify, analyse and enhance the understanding of the problem; the second meeting allowed for the continuation of this analysis and to begin developing options and solutions to address the problem; the third meeting was dedicated to the formulation of recommendations for the consideration of the Parties at COP 10. 
Overview of the Discussion:

The third meeting reviewed and discussed the elements that could be included in a proposal for a draft Decision to be forwarded to COP 10. It made some suggestions for improvement and completion of those elements and concluded that the paper listing these elements and its explanatory texts provided a good basis for the further work for the meeting.  
The meeting made a first start in grouping the elements and formulating a draft decision that could be recommended to the COP on a way forward. The fruitful discussions lead to the preparation of a set of documents, including preambular texts and elements for operational parts of such a draft decision. 
Participants agreed that on the basis of the meeting’s discussions, Indonesia and Switzerland will collate and restructure the document into one comprehensive document that would take the form of a proposal for a draft decision. They will also prepare accompanying documentation to explain the elements and the interrelations of those that also should be forwarded to the COP. The participants will be invited to provide written comments on these drafts. Based on the comments and input from CLI participants, Indonesia and Switzerland will prepare a revised draft decision and explanatory documentation. These documents will be made available on the Basel Convention website to all Parties, Signatories and interested stakeholders for comments. On the basis of such input, Indonesia and Switzerland will prepare revised documentation to be transmitted to the COP for its consideration.

This documentation will include: 

· A draft decision;
· Explanatory documents to explain the ideas and discussions behind the proposals included in the draft decision;
· Background information that was gathered during and through the CLI process including the issues included in ‘reasons paper’ and the ‘magnitude paper’.
