	National definition of waste and hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Ghana. 
Hazardous waste means a solid, semi-solid, or liquid waste, or combination of waste that, because of quantity, concentration, or physical, chemical or infectious characteristics may:

(A)
Cause or significantly contribute to an increase in mortality or an increase in serious irreversible, or incapacitating reversible, illness; or

(B)
Pose a substantial present or potential hazard to human health or the environment when improperly treated, stored, transported, or disposed of, or otherwise managed.

There are no wastes defined as, or considered to be hazardous wastes by national legislation in accordance with Art. 1, para 1(b) of the Basel Convention.

Ghana requires special consideration for the following waste(s) when subjected to transboundary movement: 

Used items including knocked down vehicle engines, used textiles.
