	National Definition
	National definition of waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Greece. 

In national legislation the definition of “Waste”, as stated in European Regulation 259/93, (Article referring to 75/442/EEC) is used.

- Common Ministerial Decision 50910/2727/16-12-2003 (Article 2 a)) defines non-hazardous waste as follows:

“Solid (non-hazardous) Waste shall mean any substance or object in the categories set out in (a) Annex I of Directive 75/422/EEC and (b) European Waste Catalogue, which the holder discards or intends or is required to discard”

National definition of hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Greece. 

“Hazardous Waste” is defined in Directive 91/689/EEC, as amended and implemented in national law (Common Ministerial Decision 13588/725/2006, Article 2, paragraph 2), as follows:

“Substance or object that is included in Annex I (“European Waste Catalogue”, as included in Common Ministerial Decision 13588/725/2006) or has one or more properties listed in Annex II (Annex III of 91/689/EEC Directive), which the holder discards or intends or is required to discard”

Greece regulates/controls additional wastes as hazardous that are not included in Art. 1 (1)a of the Basel Convention and would be controlled for the purpose of transboundary movements pursuant to Art. 1 (1)b. 

According to Council Regulation EEC 259/93, as amended and implemented.

In Greece there are no wastes other than those pursuant to Art. 1 (1)a and/or Art. 1 (1)b of the Basel Convention that require special consideration when subjected to transboundary movement.

Greece restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 

Council Regulation EC 259/1993, as amended and implemented.

Limited amounts of used oil and dry lead (car) batteries are imported for recovery/recycling purposes.


	
	Restrictions on transit
Greece restricts the transit of hazardous wastes and other wastes. 

Council Regulation EC 259/1993, as amended and implemented.

All transit movements must be covered by financial guarantee or relevant insurance against third parties (covering accidents during transport through Greece).
