	National Definition
	National definition of waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Norway. 

Pollution Control Act, Chapter 5 On waste, § 27 Definitions, first paragraph: "For the purpose of this Act, the term waste means discarded objects of personal property or substances. Surplus objects and substances from service industries, manufacturing industries and treatment plants, etc., are also considered to be waste. Waste water and exhaust gases are not considered to be waste."

Section 27 also contains definitions of household waste, industrial waste, and special waste (including hazardous waste).

National definition of hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Norway.  According to the Norwegian regulation on waste, §. 11-3, "hazardous waste means waste that cannot be treated appropriately together with other waste because it may cause serious pollution or involve a risk of injury to people and animals."

Norway regulates/controls additional wastes as hazardous that are not included in Art. 1 (1)a of the Basel Convention and would be controlled for the purpose of transboundary movements pursuant to Art. 1 (1)b. 

Norway has implemented the EU Council Regulation (EEC) No 259/93 with its attached waste lists, e.g. those in Annex V, which in Part 1 contains List A and List B from Annex VIII and IX to the Basel Convention.

The national definition of hazardous wastes covers wastes other than those listed in Annexes I, II and VIII of the Basel Convention. The Secretariat of the Basel Convention has made the information transmitted to it, pursuant to article 3 of the Basel Convention, available on the website of the Basel Convention (http://www.basel.int/natdef/frsetmain.php).

Norway requires special consideration for the following waste(s) when subjected to transboundary movement: Waste containing some flame retardants (pentabromdifenyleter, oktabromdifenyleter, dekabromdifenyleter, tetrabrombisfenol A, heksabromsyklododekan) are classified as hazardous waste in Norway. It is required that disposal of such waste ensure destruction of the flame retardants. Export for recycling is therefore usually not accepted.

	Restrictions on export for final disposal

Norway restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. The Norwegian regulation on waste, chap. 13, implements EU Regulation no. 259/93.

The restriction covers export to non-EU, non-OECD countries.


	
	Restrictions on export for recovery

Norway restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. The Norwegian regulation on waste, chap. 13, implements EU Regulation no. 259/93.

The restriction covers export to some non-EU, non-OECD countries.



	
	Restrictions on import for final disposal

Norway restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. The Norwegian regulation on waste, chap. 13, implements EU Regulation no. 259/93.

The restrictions apply to all states, except the Nordic countries.

	
	Restrictions on import for recovery

Norway restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. The Norwegian regulation on waste, chap 13, implements EU Regulation no. 259/93.

The restrictions apply to all states, except members of OECD, EC and Liechtenstein, see annex VII of the Basel Convention.



	
	Restrictions on transit
Norway restricts the transit of hazardous wastes and other wastes. The Norwegian regulation on waste, chap. 13, implements EU Regulation nr. 259/93.

The restrictions apply to all states, except members of OECD, EC and Liechtenstein, see annex VII of the Basel Convention.

Norway is not a natural transit country for the great part of the waste shipments.


	Reduction and/or Elimination of Hazardous Waste Generation


	National strategies/policies
No specific measures are taken to reduce the amount of hazardous wastes which are generated. 

National policies are focused on collection and disposal of hazardous wastes to avoid that hazardous wastes are spread in nature or disposed together with non-hazardous wastes, causing potential pollution.



	
	Legislation, regulations and guidelines

The Pollution Control Act and the regulation on waste, chap 11, are the two main legislation documents on hazardous waste.  

Several other chapters in the regulation on waste concern specific types of waste which may contain hazardous substances or represent a risk for human health or the environment,  e.g. batteries, PCBs, CFCs. The chapter establishing producer responsibility for WEEE has been revised and strengthens to reduce numbers of free riders and give authorities better possibilities for compliance control. 

The product regulation sets restrictions on the manufacture, import, export, sale and use of hazardous chemicals and products (PCBs, heavy metals etc). In the longer term, it will contribute to reduce the generation of hazardous waste, even if, in the short run, the amount of hazardous waste may increase. 

The pollution regulation also contains terms which may influence the generation and disposal of hazardous waste (amalgam, photographic chemicals etc).

	Economic instruments/ initiatives
Taxes or deposits are imposed on products that will generate hazardous waste, such as lubrication oils, trichloroethylene, and perchloroethene. 

Refunds are provided when some types of hazardous waste as used lubrification oils and trichloroethylene, are delivered to approved facilities.



	
	Measures taken by industries/waste generators
The industrial batteries importers have developed a return scheme for used lead accumulators, and the windows producers and importers have developed at return scheme for discarded insulated windows containing PCBs. Both are compulsory. 

The implementation of the WEEE-directive in the Norwegian waste regulation settles that producers shall establish a return scheme for WEEE.


	
	Others

The hazardous waste regulation demands registration (declaration) of all hazardous waste when delivered by enterprises to firms authorized for handling such waste.


	Transboundary Movement Reduction Measures
	National strategies/policies
The Norwegian goal for treatment and disposal of hazardous waste is that practically all hazardous waste is to be dealt with in an appropriate way, so that it is either recycled or given sufficient treatment capacity within Norway.
