Introduction
Background
By Decision BC-14/15, the fourteenth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Basel Convention (“COP-14”) adopted the work programme of the Committee for Administering the Mechanism for Promoting Implementation and Compliance with the Basel Convention (hereinafter “ICC”) for the biennium 2020-2021, whereby it requested the ICC to undertake a number of activities aimed at improving implementation of and compliance with obligations pertaining to preventing and combating illegal traffic in hazardous wastes and other wastes, including:
I. Based on the information provided by Parties in table 9 of their national reports, the forms for confirmed cases of illegal traffic notified to the Secretariat and information provided by relevant international organizations and entities such as the International Criminal Police Organization, World Customs Organization, United Nations Office for Drugs and Crime, United Nations Environment Programme, United Nations University, Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe, Basel Convention regional and coordinating centres and European Union Network for the Implementation and Enforcement of Environmental Law, undertake a scoping exercise of the extent of illegal traffic with a view to estimating: (i) how many cases of illegal traffic there are; (ii) with respect to which wastes; (iii) in which regions; and (iv) how they were resolved[footnoteRef:1]; [1:  See Part I to the Annex to Decision BC-14/15, paragraph 2(a). ] 


II. review existing cooperative arrangements with international organizations or entities with a mandate regarding preventing and combating illegal traffic (including the International Criminal Police Organization, World Customs Organization, United Nations Office for Drugs and Crime, United Nations Environment Programme, United Nations University, Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe, Basel Convention regional and coordinating centres and European Union Network for the Implementation and Enforcement of Environmental Law), with a view to strengthening such arrangements[footnoteRef:2];  [2:  Ibid, paragraph 2(c).] 


III. explore modalities for disseminating, especially to enforcement entities, existing guidance and technical assistance tools developed under the Convention to assist Parties to prevent and combat illegal traffic[footnoteRef:3]; and

IV. develop a better understanding of the reasons for: (i) any shortcomings in establishing coordination mechanisms; (ii) the limited amount of information on illegal traffic shared with the Secretariat; and (iii) what can be done to enhance coordination and increase the flow of information, in order better to assist Parties to enhance coordination between their competent authorities and enforcement entities[footnoteRef:4]. [4:  Ibid. paragraph 2(b).] 

These activities build on previous work undertaken by the ICC as part of its 2018-2019 work programme. which evidenced, as set out in the report included in document UNEP/CHW/CC.13/INF/10, the need for further work in those specific areas. The report is based on responses by 50 Parties, four regional centres (the Basel Convention Regional Centre for CIS countries in the Russian Federation (BCRC-Russia); the Basel Convention Regional Centre for Central Europe in Slovakia (BCRC-Slovakia), Basel Convention Regional Centre for French-speaking countries in Africa in Senegal (BCRC-Senegal), and the Basel Convention Regional Centre for the Caribbean Region in Trinidad and Tobago (BCRC-Caribbean);  and three organizations (GRID-Arendal, the Law Division of the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) and the United Nations Interregional Crime and Justice Research Institute (UNICRI), to ICC questionnaires.
To assist with the work under its 2020-2021 work programme, the ICC is seeking information from the World Customs Organization (WCO), the International Criminal Police Organization (INTERPOL), the United Nations University (UNU), the United Nations Office for Drugs and Crime (UNODC), European Union Network for the Implementation and Enforcement of Environmental Law (IMPEL), the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE), the Basel Convention regional and coordinating centres (BCRCs), the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), the United Nations Interregional Crime and Justice Research Institute (UNICRI), and Grid-Arendal (organisations with an illegal traffic mandate). 
Information collected from these organizations will be used as a basis for the development by the ICC of reports relating to additional steps that could be taken to improve implementation of and compliance with Article 9 of the Convention.
Other questionnaires 
Three other questionnaires have been distributed recently by the ICC.[footnoteRef:5]  [5:  With respect to illegal traffic two other questionnaires were sent to –
Parties, and current and former members of ENFORCE for the purposes of the ICC’s review existing cooperative arrangements with international organizations;  
the Secretariats of a number of multilateral environmental agreements for the purposes of learning from the experience of other international trade control regimes.
The ICC has also sent out another questionnaire to the Basel Convention regional and coordinating centres, the United Nations Environment Programme and other entities for the purposes of supporting ICC work aimed at (a) improving implementation and compliance with the reporting requirements in paragraph 3 of Article 13 of the Convention; and (b) assisting Parties to develop their national legal frameworks with respect to illegal traffic, under paragraph 4 of Article 4 and paragraph 5 of Article 9 of the Convention.
] 

Article 9 of the Convention 
Article 9 of the Convention reads as follows:
	“1. For the purpose of this Convention, any transboundary movement of hazardous wastes or other wastes:
(a) Without notification pursuant to the provisions of this Convention to all States concerned; or
(b) Without the consent pursuant to the provisions of this Convention of a State concerned; or
(c) With consent obtained from States concerned through falsification, misrepresentation or fraud; or
(d) [bookmark: _GoBack]That does not conform in a material way with the documents; or
(e) That results in deliberate disposal (e.g. dumping of hazardous wastes or other wastes in contravention of this Convention and of general principles of international law,
shall be deemed to be illegal traffic.

	2. In case of a transboundary movement of hazardous wastes or other wastes deemed to be illegal traffic as the result of conduct on the part of the exporter or generator, the State of export shall ensure that the wastes in question are:

       (a) Taken back by the exporter or the generator or, if necessary, by itself into the State of export, or, if impracticable,
       (b) are otherwise disposed of in accordance with the provisions of the Convention,

Within 30 days from the time the State of export has been informed about the illegal traffic or such other period of time as States concerned may agree. To this end the Parties concerned shall not oppose, hinder or prevent the return of those wastes to the State of export.

3. In the case of a transboundary movement of hazardous wastes or other wastes deemed to be illegal traffic as the result of conduct on the part of the importer or disposer, the State of import shall ensure that the wastes in question are disposed of in an environmentally sound manner by the importer or disposer or, if necessary, by itself within 30 days from the time the illegal traffic has come to the attention of the State of import or such other period of time as the States concerned may agree. To this end, the Parties concerned shall cooperate, as necessary in the disposal of the wastes in an environmentally sound manner.

	4. In cases where the responsibility for the illegal traffic cannot be assigned either to the exporter or generator or to the importer or disposer, the Parties concerned or other Parties, as appropriate, shall ensure, through co-operation, that the wastes in question are disposed of as soon as possible in an environmentally sound manner either in the State of export or the State of import or elsewhere as appropriate.

	5. Each Party shall introduce appropriate national/domestic legislation to prevent and punish illegal traffic. The Parties shall co-operate with a view to achieving the objects of this Article.”

II.   Review of existing cooperative arrangements with organizations with an illegal traffic mandate 
Context: 
In response to the 2018-2019 ICC questionnaire, Parties indicated that they would welcome further cooperation at the international level with a view to dealing with illegal traffic. They identified the following steps, among others, as high priority- (a) Strengthening of international cooperation among international organizations with a mandate in preventing and combating illegal traffic; and (b) Greater access to information on the work of organizations with a mandate on preventing and combatting illegal traffic (see pages 65-66 of document UNEP/CHW/CC.13/INF/10.) On the other hand, most of the organizations that responded to the questionnaire identified as a medium priority the strengthening of international cooperation among international organizations with a mandate in preventing and combating illegal traffic (see page 84 of document UNEP/CHW/CC.13/INF/10.) IV.  Develop of a better understanding of the reasons for: (i) any shortcomings in establishing coordination mechanisms; (ii) the limited amount of information on illegal traffic shared with the Secretariat; and (iii) what can be done to enhance coordination and increase the flow of information, in order better to assist Parties to enhance coordination between their competent authorities and enforcement entities
Context: 
In response to the 2018-2019 ICC questionnaire, when Parties were asked to explain what domestic difficulties they faced, the second most frequent difficulty referred to was a lack of coordination/cooperation at the national level among relevant entities involved in transboundary movements of hazardous and other wastes. The establishment of coordinating mechanisms between Competent Authorities and enforcement entities was considered to be of the highest priority (see pages 10, 13, 40 and 48 of document UNEP/CHW/CC.13/INF/10.) This assessment was shared by the organizations that responded to the questionnaire (see page 79 of document UNEP/CHW/CC.13/INF/10.)  This part of the questionnaire therefore aims to support the development of a better understanding of the challenges at hand and how to overcome them.
