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Question to facilitate the discussion under agenda item 3: 
Particular Challenges for the Countries.
Data reporting

When analyzing the available information we noticed a lack of data because certain Parties do not fulfill their obligations to report on transboundary movements as well as important differences in the way Parties report to the Secretariat. Better data for the future is an important issue. 

1. What are the obstacles to meeting the reporting requirements of the Convention in general and in your specific case? How can we stimulate better reporting?

Illegal traffic

Illegal traffic with hazardous waste can lead to important harm on the environment. However, information on the magnitude of this problem is typically difficult to obtain. 

2. Do you have evidence of illegal movement of waste, if so, do you have indication of the magnitude of illegal movements?

Harm to the environment

The overriding goal of the Convention is to minimize harm to human health and the environment from unsound management of hazardous waste. Data on the magnitude of the problem are scarce. This makes it difficult to assess the exact nature of the problems and hence to determine which possible action might best address this problem. Moreover it make it difficult to attract (political) attention and hence (financial) support.

3. Do have indications of the magnitude of harm caused by the  unsound management of hazardous waste in your country? Do you have indication how much harm is caused by “imported” hazardous waste?
