1. Has your country taken any steps to ratify the Protocol on Liability and Compensation?


Republic of Croatia hasn’t taken any step to ratify the Protocol on Liability and Compensation.


Republic of Croatia didn’t sign the Protocol on Liability and Compensation.

2. With regard to the ratification process of international agreements in your country:

a) Which entity may initiate the ratification process and how

National legislation which regulates adoption of the international agreements in Republic of Croatia are:

1. Constitution of the Republic of Croatia OG No 41/01, consolidated

2. Act on Conclusion and Execution of the International Agreements OG – International Treaties No 28/96;

3. Standing Orders of the Croatian Parliament OG No 06/02, consolidated;

Pursuant to Act on Conclusion and Execution of the International Agreements, international agreement must pass the signing procedure, before ratification.

First condition for ratification is signing of the international agreement.

Decision for signing of the international agreement makes the Government of the Republic of Croatia.

Competent state body  - Ministry for Environmental Protection, Physical Planning and Construction draws up International Agreement Ratification Proposal Act.

That International Agreement Ratification Act must be sent for opinion to Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European Integrations, Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Justice, Governmental Legislation Office and other state bodies in charge.

After that consultation procedure, competent body (MEPPC), sends to Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European Integrations International Agreement Ratification Act Draft Proposal. 

Proposal for ratification of the international agreement contents:

1. Constitutional basis;

2. Evaluation of situation and goal of the Act;

3. Basic questions which will be settled by the adoption of Act;

4. Evaluation of necessary financial means needed for the implementation of Act;

5. Ratification Act with explanation including  text of the international agreement in Croatian language and original language;

6. Explanation, if Act will be passed due to emergency procedure;

7. Governmental Legislation Office opinion;

8. Ministry of Finance opinion;

9. Ministry of Justice opinion;

10. Other opinions due to the assessment of competent body;

Ministry of Foreign Affairs sends International Agreement Ratification Act Proposal to the Government of the Republic of Croatia.

Government of the Republic of Croatia sends International Agreement Ratification Act Proposal to Croatian Parliament for adoption.

Croatian Parliament ratifies international agreements which will cause adopting or amending laws, international agreements of military nature and international agreements which are financially binding for the Republic of Croatia.

Finally Croatian Parliament adopts International Agreement Ratification Act.

International Agreement Ratification Act enters into force eight days from its publication in the Official Gazette – International Agreements. 

b) Would that entity retain the leading role in guiding the instrument during the entirety of the ratification process?  If not, which entity will take the leading role?

Competent ministry retains the leading role in guiding the instrument during the ratification process.

c) Which other entities must be consulted before ratification can take place?

Legislation office of the Government of the Republic of Croatia, Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Justice and of other state bodies, due to the specific case must be consulted before ratification takes place.

Ministry of the Environmental Protection, Physical Planning and Construction has an obligation to consult ministries from the Coordination for Economy of the Government of the Republic of Croatia pursuant to Standing Orders of the Government of the Republic of Croatia, OG No 138/99, consolidated version.

d) Which is the entity taking the final decision?

Croatian Parliament is taking the final decision for ratification pursuant to 

Constitution and Standing Orders of the Croatian Parliament OG No 6/02.

3. Are there any other requirements following ratification for an international instrument to enter into force and / or to be implemented in your country?



Ratified international agreement enters into force as the Law on ratification on specific international agreement, eight days after publishing in the Official Gazette – International Treaties. 



Each Law on ratification has the provision which prescribes that the Government of the Republic of Croatia is authorised to adopt subsidiary legislation for the full implementation of specific international agreement.

4. What are the difficulties, concerns and obstacles identified in your country to ratification of the Protocol?

Republic of Croatia isn’t Signatory of Protocol.

a) At a practical level (e.g. capacity to implement)

There are no difficulties and obstacles at practical level.
