	National definition of waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Austria. 

Definition of waste is in line with EU Regulation 2006/12/EC (Article 1). For the purposes of this Directive: (a) "waste" means any substance or object which the holder disposes of or is required to dispose of pursuant to the provisions of national law in force; OJ L 114 27.04.2006L 114 

The national definition is laid down in article 2 of the Act on sustainable Waste Management (Federal Waste Management Act 2002), Fed. Law. Gaz. I 2002/102 as amended.

National definition of hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Austria. 

The definition of hazardous waste is laid down in the Ordinance on a Waste Catalogue (Fed. Law Gaz. II 2003/570, as amended by Fed. Law Gaz. II 2005/89). The text can be obtained via Internet:

Austria regulates/controls additional wastes as hazardous that are not included in Art. 1 (1)a of the Basel Convention and would be controlled for the purpose of transboundary movements pursuant to Art. 1 (1)b. 

The national definition of hazardous wastes covers wastes other than those listed in Annexes I, II and VIII of the Basel Convention. The Secretariat of the Basel Convention has made the information transmitted to it, pursuant to article 3 of the Basel Convention, available on the website of the Basel Convention (http://www.basel.int/natdef/frsetmain.php).

Austria requires special consideration for the following waste(s) when subjected to transboundary movement: 

The shipment of any waste not listed in Annex III, IIIa or III b of the EU Regulation 1013/2006/EC is subject to a notification procedure.


	Restrictions on Transboundary Movement
	Amendment to the Basel Convention

The amendment to the Basel Convention (Decision III/1) has been implemented in Austria. 

The ban is implemented via EU-Legislation (Shipment Regulation 1013/2006/EC (OJ L 190/1 12.07. 2006).

Austria ratified the two amendments to the Basel Convention (III/1 and IV/9) in 1999 (Fed. Law Gaz.III 2000/6). The amendments became effective October 26th 1999.


	
	Restrictions on export for final disposal

Austria restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. 

Federal Waste Management Plan 2006, which statutes the principle of self-sufficiency for final disposal. Based on this principle objections are raised in case of exports for final disposal provided there is a suitable disposal option in Austria.

In line with the EU Regulation 1013/2006/EC final disposal is allowed only within the European Economic Area (EEA).

Exports for final disposal are allowed only to member countries of the European Union or the European Free Trade Association. The export can be allowed only if there is no adequate disposal option in Austria.


	
	Restrictions on export for recovery

Austria restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 

The export of hazardous wastes in accordance with Commission Decision 2000/532/EC and of wastes listed in Annex V of the Shipment Regulation (1013/2006/EC) for recycling is allowed only to Countries applying OECD Council Decision C(2001)107  FINAL. This restriction covers all countries not applying the OECD Council Decision C(2001)107 FINAL.

The restriction covers all countries not listed in Annex VII of the Basel Convention.


	
	Restrictions on import for final disposal

Austria restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. Federal Waste Management Plan 2006, which statutes the principle of self sufficiency for final disposal. Based on this principle objections can be raised in case of imports for final disposal provided there is no sufficient capacity for domestic wastes in Austria.

The import of hazardous wastes is allowed only from Countries party to the Basel Convention or applying the OECD Decision C(2001)107 or having concluded an Article 11 agreement  (Article 11 of Basel Convention).

The restriction covers non parties to the Basel Convention, neither listed in Annex VII of the Convention nor having concluded an Article 11 agreement.


	
	Restrictions on import for recovery

Austria restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 

EU Regulation 1013/2006/EC.

Imports of hazardous wastes are allowed only from Countries party to the Basel Convention or Countries applying the OECD Decision C(2001)179 FINAL. Additionally import from non parties are allowed on the basis of a bilateral agreement in accordance with article 11 of the Basel Convention. No such agreement beside the OECD-Decision is in force in Austria.


	
	Restrictions on transit
Austria has no restrictions on the transit of hazardous wastes and other wastes. 



	Reduction and/or Elimination of Hazardous Waste Generation


	National strategies/policies
Waste avoidance was already a basic principle of the Austrian Waste Management Act 1990. New legislation was including the principles of sustainable development was prepared in 2001 and enforced in 2002 (Act on sustainable Waste Management; Fed. Law Gaz. I 2002/102). The national strategy is laid down in the Federal Waste Management Plan (latest edition 2006).

A specific Ordinance on Waste Treatment Obligations was published (Fed. Law. Gaz. II 2004/459) and enacted 13th August 2005. The Ordinance on Waste Treatment Obligations defines minimum requirements for the collection, storage and treatment of the following waste streams:

• batteries and accumulators

• solvents and wastes containing solvents, waste paints and varnishes

• medical wastes involving the risk of injury

• residual amalgam

• PCB-containing electrical equipment and other PCB-containing wastes

The party obligated is the waste holder (original waste producer, waste collector or waste treatment operator). If the waste holder is not authorized or able to treat the waste appropriately, he shall according to § 15 Par. 5 Waste Management Act 2002 hand over the waste to a party authorized to collect or treat the waste within due time to prevent impairments of the public interest (§ 1 Par. 3 Waste Management Act 2002).
