COMMENTS ON DRAFT MEANS OF IMPLEMENTATION AND INDICATORS
1.
For the effective implementation of Basel Convention, capacity building is a critical component especially for developing countries.

2.
The Secretariat and BCRC should provide opportunities like training, awareness raising regarding the risk of hazardous waste, publishing guidelines and provide tools and instruments for the ESM of hazardous wastes. 

3.
The Secretariat and BCRC should provide more training activities on illegal traffic for parties to enhance their capacity because one of the most prominent hurdle in controlling the transboundary movements of hazardous waste is that the responsible/authorized body has no much expertise to properly distinguish between hazardous and other wastes.

4.
The illegal traffic of hazardous wastes can be controlled by strengthening cooperation with the World Customs Organization (WCO) and Interpol.

5.
The Secretariat with the collaboration/support of national/local government should arrange programmes that raise awareness among local public on human health and environmental risks posed by hazardous and other wastes. Common public should be trained how to reuse, re cycle and disposed of wastes in environmentally sound manner. 

6.
There should be effective funding mechanism for the effective implementation of the Convention. As BCRC play key role in offering training and support to the parties therefore there should be an effective mechanism for providing funds to BCRC.

7.
High & environment friendly technology and technical assistance is required for the management, treatment, reduction, recycling and environmentally sound disposal of hazardous wastes. Therefore, the Secretariat and BCRC should provide the required technical assistance and technology to the parties. 

8.
Now a days, one of the burning issue is the electronic wastes/e-wastes. Therefore the secretariat developed a special tool kit and related technology guidelines for the environmental sound management and transboundary movement of electronic wastes. 

9.
Ship breaking industry should be focused/considered by BCRC.      

10.
The strategic framework develops a mechanism/system that identified the priority waste streams and also mentioned their time-phased activities. That system/policy also provides the updated knowledge of volumes and categories of hazardous wastes generation as well as disposal methods and their effects. This mechanism/system should be strengthened by BCRC. 
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11.
In the strategic framework, there should be more focus on BCRCs and on their activities/functions because BCRCs play main role in meeting the regional challenges.

12.
There should be a platform through which the parties cooperate and share information with one another.

13.
It is also of importance to take into account the role of other concerned organizations and institution for ESM & reduction of hazardous waste like UNEP, UNDP, UNITAR, WHO, GEF etc.
